3. Commit to making all coach and buddy calls. 
4. In exchange for 100% subsidized tuition, valued at $3,500, 

assume a leadership position on the planning team for the 
2017 beautification project.  Opportunities include:  
outreach, administration, operations, fundraising & logistics. 
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
